Relocating services—e.g. electrical boxes & voice/data communication 
lines—typically results in lots of carpet waste & extra labor because the 
hole ends up in the wrong place on the floor module.  New carpet is cut  
to fit; old carpet is discarded.  You buy access floor for precisely this 
flexibility…but it costs more in time & material than it should.
